Surely, our faith in Father God is our
spacious and safest Hiding Place and nothing can touch us
without passing through Him (Psalm 9: 9; 17:8; 27:5; 31:20;
64:2; 91:1;119:114; 143:9). Now let us get ready to escape every
remaining end of the year calamity and disaster in the mighty
Name of Jesus Christ (Amen)

1 In the Name of Jesus Christ, I stay in my hiding place in
Christ against every temptation and pleasure of the sinful
world 
(Zechariah 13: 7; Colossian 3: 3; 1 Timothy 2: 5)

2 Today I stay under the Shadow of the Almighty God and
my home and destiny is exempted from every calamity and
disaster (Psalm 91; 1-16)

3 In the Name of Jesus Christ, I stay in the hiding place
against every wicked plan of  untimely death before my
destiny glory (1 Samuel 18: 17-25; 19: 1-3)

4 Today I declare Lord that you are my Refuge and Protector
and you will surround me with songs of deliverance (Psalm
32: 7)

5 In the Name of Jesus Christ today I escape to Adullam like
king David to escape from every storm and destiny
terminator of my life (1 Samuel 22: 1-5)

6 Today I am in the hiding place like prophet Elijah against
every trouble, scarcity and torment in the land (1 Kings 17: 1-
7)

7 In the Name of Jesus Christ, like prophet Jeremiah and
Baruch I am in the hiding place against every unrest, turmoil
and violence in the land (Jeremiah 36: 25-26)

C O N C L U S I O N
“Every Man’s Need of a Refuge: Zephaniah’s name means,
“Jehovah hides.” Many believe that Zephaniah was likely born
during the reign of the wicked king Manasseh. We mentioned
last week about the early start to the reign of the godly kind
Josiah at 8 years old. But Josiah’s father, Manasseh, also had
an early start as king at 12 year old. We find the account of
Manasseh’s leadership in 2 Chronicles 33:2-6.”

“I WILL NEVER BE LACKING IN ZEAL, BUT I WILL KEEP MY SPIRITUAL FIRE BURNING BY
SERVING THE LORD.” (ROMANS 12: 11) SHALOM!
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The noun sēter refers to places hidden from public view, whether
literally, such as a ravine (1 Sam. 25:20), or the place among the
lilies where Behemoth hides (Job 40:21), or more commonly
metaphorically. God himself is hidden by thick clouds (Job 22:14)
or darkness (Ps. 18:11) or in the place where thunder originates
(Ps. 81:7). A hiding place can be either a positive or negative
thing. Positively, God is often described as a secret place where
his faithful are hidden and protected (Pss. 27:5; 31:20; 32:7; 61:4;
91:1; 119:114). Negatively, a secret place is often a place where
people attempt to do things without God or others discovering
what they are doing because they know it to be wrong. It is thus
translated adverbially as “secretly.” One might secretly entice
someone to worship other gods (Deut. 13:6), or commit adultery
and murder (Deut. 27:24; 2 Sam. 12:12; Job 24:15; Prov. 9:17), or set
up an idol (Deut. 27:15), or eat one’s dead children during a siege
(Deut. 28:57), or show partiality in a court case (Job 13:10), or
worship a heavenly body (Job 31:27), or slander one’s neighbor
(Ps. 101:5; Prov. 25:23), or give a bribe (Prov. 21:14), or offer to
assassinate an enemy (Jer. 40:15). Zedekiah “privately” promised
to not kill Jeremiah (Jer. 38:16) when a public recognition would
have been better. While there may be legitimate reasons to keep
some things secret, hidden, or discreet (Judg. 3:19; 1 Sam. 19:2;
Song 2:14; Jer. 37:17), some things should be publicly proclaimed
and not hidden (Isa. 45:19; 48:16).
